Referees Pay Policies and Procedures
A.
Game Cancellations/Forfeit/Rescheduling
Audience:
Coaches, Age Group Coordinators, Referees, Referee Assignor and RYSA Board Members
In the case where a coach/team is requesting a game Cancelation, Forfeit or Rescheduling of a previously scheduled game but not due to in climate weather, Coaches and RYSA Age Group Directors must follow these steps in order not to incur payment of Referee(s) fees

1. Both Teams/Coaches must agree to reschedule/cancel a previously scheduled game OR
2. One Team/Coach must agree to Forfeit a previously scheduled game

3. At least one Coach must NOTIFY the Age Group Director of the decision in Writing (via email) up to 48 hours before Game Date/Time
4. Age Group Director will validate and approve the Request within 48 hours before Game Date/Time
5. Age Group Director will NOTIFY the Referee Assignor within 48 hours but not less than 24 hours before Game Date/Time
6. Referee Assignor will NOTIFY the assigned Referee(s) up 24 hours before Game Date/Time
· If the above steps occur in that order within the specified time frame, then Referee(s) will not be eligible to receive game fees
· If the coach(es) do not notify Age Group Director at least 48 hours in advance before game date/time, then coach(es) will be responsible for Referee Fees in Full
· If the coach(es) do notify the Age Group Director at least 48 hours in advance, but the Age Group Director do not notify the Assigned Referees within 48 hours but not less than 24 hours before Game Date/Time, then RYSA will be responsible for Referee Fees in Full

· If the coach(es) do notify the Age Group Director at least 48 hours in advance, the Age Group Director does notify the Assigned Referees within 48 hours but not less than 24 hours before Game Date/Time, but Referee Assignor does not notify the assigned Referee(s) up 24 hours before Game Date/Time, then RYSA will be responsible for Referee Fees in Full

· In the case where a Referee is notified about Cancelation, Forfeit or Rescheduling of a previously scheduled game in less than 24 hours of the scheduled game Date/Time, the Referee shall submit a Referee Pay Voucher to RYSA and attach a copy of the Notification email showing Date and Time Stamp. This can be submitted via email to Carla Crouse (carlacrouse1@verizon.net)  or regular mail to the RYSA Office
· If the evidence of the late notification (less than 24 hours) is not submitted to RYSA, Referees will not be reimbursed for game fees in question

· Referee must submit Pay Voucher and late notification Notice within 7 days after the game Date or could be subject to decline of payment – Send to carlacrouse1@verizon.net 
· RYSA will validate the Voucher request before payment is made to Referee(s)

· RYSA will issue payment to Referees within 2-3 weeks of voucher submission date

· RYSA will pursue payments from coaches if applicable as noted above and Coaches will be required to reimburse RYSA within 2 weeks after game date in question
· Note that in the cases of Cancellation and Rescheduling due to impending BAD weather, Referees will not be reimbursed for cancelled games regardless of the notification Date/Time
B.
Refereeing Games with less than 3 Referees
Audience:
Coaches, U10 and Above Age Group Coordinators, Referees, Referee Assignor, Director of Referee Development and RYSA Board Members
In the case where 3 referees are assigned to officiate a U10 and above games 1, 2 or 3 members may not be there at the start of a given game: 

1. Center Ref is not available
· AR’s will need to check with the (RA) Referee Assignor or the (DRD) Director Referee Development before anyone of them can assume the Center Ref role for a given game
· AR’s will be instructed what do to 

· AR’s are not to assume the Center Ref Role without prior approval of RA or DRD

2. One AR is not available
· Center Ref will need to check with the Referee Assignor on the availability of the missing AR

· Center Ref is to collect full fees as if all 3 Ref’s are available (as usual) and start game on time
· If game is completed with only Center Ref and One AR, then the Center Ref must return the 1 AR fees back to the Paying Team. Team is responsible to return that money to RYSA
· If a replacement AR is assigned to fill in temporarily for a missing AR (per RA or DRD instructions), then once missing AR arrives; this is how the decision is made:

i. If the missing AR arrives within 1st 5-10 minutes of 1st Half, then Replacement AR leaves the game and Missing AR assumes game responsibilities at the 1st available stoppage of play. Referee Pay is handed out as usual 
ii. If missing AR arrives after 10 minutes of 1st Half, then Replacement AR may continue with the 1st Half if not needed on a different field. Missing AR assumes game responsibilities at the beginning of the 2nd Half. AR Pay for Missing AR and Replacement AR is divided 50/50

iii. If missing AR arrives after 10 minutes of 1st Half, then Replacement AR wishes to leave then, the Missing AR assumes game responsibilities at the 1st available stoppage of play. Referee Pay is handed out as usual and Replacement AR is not compensated 

iv. If missing AR arrives after the start of the 2nd Half, then Replacement AR will continue with the remainder of the game. Missing AR will NOT do the game in question. AR Pay is paid to the Replacement AR in full 
· Please keep in mind that there maybe other running games and situations that would require the RA or DRD to make a slightly different decision but above are the polices which are to be followed in most cases
· Each Referee (Centers and AR’s) is to arrive 30 minutes prior to the start game time. RA will keep track of Referees that are constantly arriving late

· It is Highly Encouraged that you the Assigned Referee NOT get in the habit of Arriving Late to games or a regular basis. The RA will have to consider NOT assigning you games if this become a pattern

C.
Referees Rejecting previously Accepted Games
Audience:
Referees and Referee Assignor (RA)
In the case where games have been assigned by the RA and accepted by a Referee, the Assigned Referee will need to follow these steps in order to reject a previously assigned game:

1. Assigned Referee may find own replacement BUT MAY NOT reassign the game directly to them 

2. Assigned Referee will need to notify the Referee Assignor via email and a phone call of the conflict ASAP and ensure that the RA is aware of the conflict

3. Assigned Referee may find his own replacement and can make the RA aware of that person’s availability. It is the RA’s decision on who gets the reassigned games

4. It is Highly Encouraged that you the Assigned Referee NOT get in the habit of Accepting Games and then turn around and Reject them a few days later.  The RA will have to consider NOT assigning you games if this become a pattern
