RYSA New Season Referees Key Reminders

The new season is almost here and there are several things that you need to be aware of:

· Exercise – Some of you may have not Ref’ed games since last season ended; so it is important for you to be fit before the new season starts to avoid injury
· Laws of the game – spend a 30 min to an hour reading thru your “Laws Of The Game” handbook and re-familiarize yourself with it. It is importing that you understand the Laws of the game and be able to interpret and apply it in game situations
· RYSA Rules of Competitions – Go to www.rowlettsoccer.net and spend an hour or so reading thru the RYSA “Rules of Competitions” information and understand the differences between RYSA and USSF soccer handbook. There are key differences that you must be aware of before you can Ref games at RYSA
· Cheat Sheet – Go  to www.rowlettsoccer.net and print out the Referee Cheat Sheet to keep with you at all times. This sheet will illustrate the Game Duration and Pay Rate per Age Group along with other pertinent information

· Referee Uniform – Please ensure that you have the appropriate and Official Ref Uniform Ready before you accept your first game.
· Solid Black Shorts (NO other colors, NO Basketball Shorts, NO soccer playing shorts… Just Solid Black)

· Official Black Ref Socks, NO soccer playing Socks

· 2 Ref Jerseys (Minimum), 1 Yellow and 1 Black 

· A whistle 

· Stopwatch

· Score Keeping Book with 1 RED and 1 Yellow Cards in it

· Black Ref Shoes - NO other colors, NO soccer playing shoes with colors … Just Solid Black or 90% Black)

· Valid 2009 Referees Badge
· Availability – start looking at your schedule and other upcoming plans and identify key dates where you CAN NOT DO games. Follow the Assignor instructions on how to provide Availability via assigning tool or emails. 
· Contact Info  – Go  to www.rowlettsoccer.net to find out how to contact the assignor or Director of Referee Development if needed. 

· Start Hydrating – In the Summer months , Hot Weather  will l be with us for a while so you need to be ready for the new season to prevent injury… lots of water PLEASE
