Referee Responsibilities:

· Game Management – Applying the laws of the games 
· Offside calls – timely and decisively  

· Fouls in/out own Quadrant – timely and decisively  
· Recognizing Flag Signals and communicating back to AR’s as needed
· Throw-ins  - No Hands and No Feet Responsibilities

· Whistle Tone and Volume

· Constant Eye Contact w/ AR’s at every Stoppage of play
· Keeping Official Score and Time – Keep Score sheet available (till season is over) incase of coaches dispute outcome of the game
· Positions on Corner Kicks

· Position when action is in/around Goal Area (18-Yard Box)
· Penalty Kicks – call and procedure

· Reinforcing AR’s responsibilities – Pre-Game, Half-time &  Post-Game is A-Must
· Game Sheet/Report complete and Readable when provide by coaches
· Calls/No Calls Consistency  - DFK, IDFK, Handling the Ball, Dangerous Plays 
· Being in Sync w/ the AR’s

· Explanation of calls – Short and Sweet with coaches if necessary – No long conversations to avoid escalation of the situation 
· Positive and Areas of Improvement - Feedback to Assignor and Referee Director of Development on how AR’s are doing their jobs 

· Player Injuries – What to do, When to stop game, When to call the coach in, No Adding stoppage time to game for every dangerous fouls unless it is over 4-5 minutes

· Prior to starting the game, Inform Coaches, Captains and AR’s  if you are going to do anything other than the Standards as per RYSA Game rules (i.e. RYSA Cup)
· Complete and Send Misconduct Report with 48 hours of Game/Incident 

· Correct mistakes and invalid calls right away, don’t be concerned about how it looks  

· Inform coaches if you have new/inexperienced AR’s – Cut them some slack and ensure that you will be on top of it, so it does not impact the game.

Assistant Referee Responsibilities:

· Game Management - Applying the laws of the games
· Offside calls – timely and decisively , no Running while signaling 
· Fouls in/out own Quadrant – Step on field and assist the Center Ref
· Appropriate Flag Signals  

· Throw-ins 

· Constant Eye Contact w/ Ref at every Stoppage

· Keeping Score and Time

· Being in Sync w/ the Center Ref

· Ask questions before during Pre-Game, Half-time & Post-Game

· Focusing on Game at hand and not talking with Friends and Family while on duty
· Determine what the Center Ref is allowing or not allowing and staying in sync
· Let the Center Ref know your comfort level, how many seasons you Ref’ed and any unclear points or calls that you need help with

· Enforce and controlling  Substitutions Rules and Signals, mirror other AR when needed
· Positive and Areas of Improvement - Feedback to Assignor and Referee Director of Development on how Center Ref’s are doing their jobs 

· Player Injuries – What to do, When to stop game, mirror other AR when needed

· If requested, Complete and Send Misconduct Report with 48 hours of Game/Incident
